The kids enrolled in the Ed
Snider Youth Hockey Foundation are
learning these lessons, among others.
Many of these kids had never before

WHILE LOOKING younger has al-
ways been a priority in society, new
advances in cosmetic surgery tech-
niques have made wrinkle-removal
procedures even more desirable for
both women and men. At present,
there are a multitude of injectable
substances on the market that are
all geared at rejuvenating facial
appearance and disguising the
signs of aging.

The main injectables being
used in plastic surgery today include
Botox, Juvéderm, Dysport, Restylane
and Sculptra. While each of these in-
jectables can help restore a youth-
ful facial appearance, it is important
to realize that the technique used by
the plastic surgeon is as important
as the substance being injected. Ac-
cording to board-certified plastic
surgeon Dr. Robert Skalicky, “The
use of injectables in plastic surgery
such as Botox or Juvéderm can turn
back the clock on the aging process
and help put off the need for larger,
more invasive procedures, but the
way that the injection is performed
is critical to achieving a natural re-
sult as opposed to an artificial, over-
done look.”

Many patients want to regain
their youthful appearance from
years gone by but fear the unnatu-
ral look that can occur if either too
much filler is injected or it is not ac-
curately placed. Dr Skalicky further
explains this point. “The more is bet-
ter philosophy is not always the best
approach when injecting facial lines
and wrinkles. If too much is put in,
the normal facial contours can be vi-
olated and give a very unnatural look.
On the contrary, if the procedure is
done properly, a beautiful, youthful
appearance can easily be obtained.”

So how does a patient assure
that their injection will be performed
the right way and result in a natural
look? Dr. Skalicky emphasizes the
need for each patient to have an ini-
tial consultation with a plastic sur-
geon to outline their specific goals

and desires. This part of the process
is extremely important to both dis-
cuss the pros and cons of each
procedure being considered and
also to make sure that the procedure
will meet your specific expecta-
tions. At times, the requested proce-
dure may not be able to give a pa-
tient the result that they want and,
subsequently, may result in patient
dissatisfaction. According to Dr.
Skalicky, “I think that honesty from
your surgeon is the most important
quality to have when discussing
treatment options to avoid unhappy
outcomes resulting from false prom-
ises. I'd rather steer a patient toward
another procedure that better ad-
dresses their concerns than have
them spend money on a procedure
or technique that falls short of their
desired result.”

Many times other “minimally in-
vasive” procedures may be dis-
cussed in a consultation that can also
help rejuvenate facial appearance.
These procedures include smaller,
office-based surgeries such as mini-
facelifts, eyelid lifts, fat injections, Frax-
el laser resurfacing or Thermage skin
tightening. These procedures can be
performed in conjunction with in-
jectable procedures or in lieu of them
if they are more focused on correc-
tion of the aging problem.

“It is important for each patient
to fully understand their options re-
garding facial rejuvenation so they
can make the right choice for
themselves,” Dr. Skalicky adds. “I
like to educate the patient not only
on the specifics of a particular pro-
cedure but also on how successful
that procedure will be for their spe-
cific anatomy.”

While the effects of gravity and
aging are inevitable over time, there
are many tools in the plastic sur-
geon’s toolbox to help fix the prob-
lem and restore a beautiful youthful
facial appearance. What's important
is making sure the right tool is select-
ed for the job. =

The winter holidays mark a
return of sorts for Barrymore-
winning playwright and stage

From one-man shows to complex theater productions,
Tony Braithwaite has made a career out of his ability to
tell a good yarn.

The holiday season is among the busiest
times of year for Braithwaite. For starters, the
character Murray the Elf returns to the stage,
beginning December 21. After last year’s success
with “Murray the Elf and the Case of the
Missing Mistletoe,” Murray now has to solve
the case of the “Terrifying Tinsel” for a show
that is “specifically for kids,” Braithwaite says.
Last year, the venue started its first-ever chil-
dren’s theater and sold out every performance.
The whole team—Bill D’Agostino, Will Dennis
and Andy Shaw, as well as Braithwaite—was
brought back, as were the original characters,
for the new Murray iteration.

“Like a murder mystery, Murray is on the
case,” Braithwaite says of the crowd-interactive
performances. “Often plays are inaccessible
for kids that young, and we want to get them
to be lifelong theater fans. We put the profes-
sionals on board, not the JV team. I learned
the lesson from Terry Nolen at the Arden
Theatre. ... Do it up nice [with] the idea being
kids can enjoy theater, too.”

Along with educating children about the
wonderful theater, Braithwaite will act in the
performance for his upcoming “Let’s Pretend
We're Famous”—which he also wrote—also
starring Jen Childs. (“We speak the same
comedic language,” he says.) Again, like Murray
the Elf, “both of these shows are sequels, of
sorts.” Its predecessor, “Let’s Pretend We're
Married,” explored the comedy surrounding

marriage. “Now we explore the various trappings
of fame,” says Braithwaite. This performance
also includes audience involvement to provide
“volunteer” actors with their own 15 minutes
of fame. In those 15 minutes, everything
happens to the volunteers—“obscurity, rising,
awards, hosting ‘SNL,” scandal, drug addiction,
fall from grace and, lastly, the turnaround.”
This show has already had success at the
Montgomery Theater in Souderton and 1812
Productions in Philadelphia. With the improv-
isational nature of the work, each night is like
a world premiere.

There are challenges that come with being
on both sides of the action. “If things go wrong,
you can’t blame the author,” he says. “You are
much more responsible for the success of the
performance, holistically, than if just acting or
just writing. You are putting a lot more of
yourself out there.” This can be rewarding or
frightening, depending on the outcome of the
performance—but, as Braithwaite says, “Any-
thing with Jen Childs is a success.”

One of his favorite performances at the
ActII Playhouse is also one of his most recent,
“Didn’t Your Father Ever Have This Talk with
You?” Based on moments Braithwaite recalled
from his days as a religion and sex-education
teacher for freshman at his alma mater, St.
Joseph'’s Preparatory School, the show left au-
dience members in stitches. The risk Braithwaite
took to perform the one-man show paid off

handsomely; it became the fifth-best-selling
show in Act IT’s history.

Along with “Murray the EIf” and “Let’s
Pretend We're Famous,” Braithwaite also directs
and/or performs in two other upcoming per-
formances: “The Twelve Dates of Christmas,”
which runs December 10 through 29 at the
Act II Playhouse, starring Maggie Lakis in a
one-woman show that follows Mary as she
goes on a year’s worth of bad dates after
watching her fiancée kiss another woman on
Thanksgiving; and “The Big Time: A New
Vaudeville for the Holidays,” which unfolds
on the 1812 Productions stage through De-
cember 31, commemorating a specific era of
comedic history.

In the little time that Braithwaite has to
spare, he still finds time to give back to his
alma mater by teaching at St. Joe’s. Braithwaite’s
fifth performance at St. Joe’s, “The Laramie
Project,” premiered last month.

A 13-time nominee for the Barrymore
Awards and a three-time winner, two of which
are for performances at Act II Playhouse,
Braithwaite offers this advice to those wishing
to be in his shoes one day: “Find [a survival
job] that is interesting and flexible and brings
you joy.” His teaching job was for his survival,
but “teaching is, in a sense, theater.” Here,
Braithwaite paraphrases Henry Higgins from
“My Fair Lady”: “Happy the man whose pro-
fession is also his hobby.”

Not much
has changed for Rod Stewart over his
decades-long career as one of

music’s biggest talents. He’s been at the

top of the charts and the top of tabloid

fodder, but through all the ups and

downs, the 68-year-old has remained

consistent and shown great longevity

in what can be an unforgiving busi-

ness. This month, in support of his

latest album Time, Stewart brings

a mix of new tunes and certified

classic hits to the Wells Fargo

Center in Philadelphia on

Dec. 11. We caught up with

Stewart during a break

from the tour to talk

about what inspired

him to start writing

songs again, his

willingness to

share private as-

pects of his life

with the public,

and why he doesn’t plan on

slowing down anytime soon.
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PHILADELPHIA LIFE MAGAZINE: What
can you tell me about the new tour, and
how exciting has it been to be back on
the road?

ROD STEWART: I'm really excited about the
new stage and the production we're deliver-
ing. It’s quite an eyeful. And I've got 13 mu-
sicians and singers on stage with me. Also, I'm
doing songs | haven’t done in quite a while.
And it’s a tremendous pleasure to have my old
friend, Steve Winwood, opening the show.

PL: The show will be in Philadelphia and
that can be a great crowd; any memo-
rable moments from past performanc-
es there, at the Spectrum or elsewhere?
RS: Philadelphia has always delivered a great
audience. The energy is terrific and we’ll go all
out to give it right back to them.

PL: You’ve been doing this a long time,
do you still get a jolt out of performing
or has it become second nature to you?
RS: Absolutely never second nature. [ love
what I do and I think the audience can feel
that. There’s nothing better than when the
curtains open to the roar of the crowd. Well,
sex with my wife is better!

PL: The music business has changed so
much since you started. What do you like
about it now and what do you wish was
different?

RS: Well, touring is not all that different now.
Even though shows like [American] Idol and
X Factor have given us overnight music stars,
it is hard for them because they have neither
the experience nor the material nor the time
to hone in on what they do best.

PL: I've read where you said writing
your autobiography inspired you to start
writing songs again. How did putting the
book together inspire you to find a lost
passion?

RS: Writing the book was a cracking good ex-
perience in so many ways. One of the things
that was fun was talking to my brothers and
sister about stories of when we were grow-
ing up. And my brother would remind us of
a funny story and my sister would jump in and
say, “Remember when we did this?” So
much came flooding back and some of
those experiences turned to music, like the
story in the song Brighton Beach.

PL: After the Songbook series, was it im-
portant for you to challenge yourself and
sing your own songs again?
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It’s a part of me.

RS: No, it wasn’t a thought process like that.
[ loved singing the Songbook songs and the
timing was right for me to sing my own songs
again. [ didn’t have anything to prove.

PL: Are you a better songwriter than you
were years ago, and if so, how have you
evolved?

RS: It is hard to compare. [ took a long break
from writing songs. Now that I am more ex-
perienced, my outlook is different, so the songs
are different subjects. [ will say that before, I

found writing songs like homework. Now [ en-
joy it much more—ideas come to me and I
grab anything [ can write on—napkins, news-
papers. “Quick, who’s got a pen?”

PL: What’s the best song you’ve ever writ-
ten and why?

RS: Probably either the Killing of Georgie be-
cause it was a very controversial song at the
time or Can’t Stop Me Now because it sums
up a very important time in my life.

PL: What’s one song you wish you had
written?
RS: [laughing] April Showers by Al Jolson.

PL: Who are some of the newer artists
you enjoy listening to?

RS: My kids introduced me to the new Arcade
Fire album. That’s wonderful. And I tell you
who [I've been listening to that is so good—
Mountain Man—three girls that sing in an Ap-
palachian style. Sort of like the Carter family
with no backing.

PL: You’ve influenced many artists, but
who were some of your influences ear-
ly on in your career?

RS: Sam Cooke is an all-time favorite.

PL: You have always been very open about
your life, especially in your book ...
whether talking about women, drugs, etc.
In this day and age, when celebrities are
so guarded about their personal lives,
why have you been so transparent?

RS: [ guess that is my personality. My life is an
open book and now it really is. The great thing
about writing a book is that you can clear up
all the rumors that go around once and for all.

PL: At this stage in your life and career,
what drives you to still make music and
remain relevant? Do you feel you still
have more gas in the tank, something
else to prove?

RS: Ilove what I do. It’s a part of me. I don’t
have anything to prove but there is plenty of
gas left in my tank!

PL: What’s one thing you know now
about the business that you wished
someone had told you about when
you started?

RS: No one could have prepared me for how
much I love doing it and how I love interact-
ing with the audience at every single show.
That is something I had to learn for myself,
and what a joyous lesson it has been. =

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For almost 20 years, Yards
Brewing’s “El Presidente”

has given beer aficionados
good reason to raise a glass

on the
Yards Brewing Co. website lists him as “The real
0.G. of Yards Brewing Company.” It goes on to say
that he “prefers to go by the moniker of El Presi-
dente around the brewery. It's OK. He's earned it.”

Now that is one respected man.

Originally from Haddonfield, N.J., Kehoe has had
ever-present ties to Philadelphia, as well as to brew-
ing; while earning a business degree from West-
ern Maryland College, he brewed beer in his dorm
room. After college he bounced around in “small”
jobs, working in construction and even doing a stint
as an actor—"I did a couple of commercials just
out of college,” he says—but he never strayed long
from his first love.

In 1994, Yards received its first delivery of kegs
at the company’s original three-barrel brewery in
Manayunk. In the company’s early days, he and his
original business partner did everything, even clean-
ing. As the company grew, they got some help and
the brand flourished. Yards” headquarters moved
to Roxborough, Kensington and then, six years ago,
Northern Liberties on Delaware Avenue; even so, the
first brewery remains in operation as a pilot for test
batches.

“It's amazing how | think Philly's really em-
braced us,” Kehoe says. “It really took a long time
to grow the brand. ... You've got to do a good job,
always have a good product, and over time that be-
comes respected.”

Although Kehoe is “still in charge of making
sure all the beer goes out,” he stopped brewing full
time in 2000. He now focuses on “paying the bills,”
deciding the direction the company should go in
and being the public face of the brand. “I always
call it ‘kissing hands and shaking babies,” he says
with a laugh—in other words, “going out and just
talking to people about beer.”

Yards has grown to become not only one of
Philadelphia’s most beloved brewers but also a boon
to philanthropic groups in Philadelphia and beyond.
For example, the company is heavily involved in sup-
porting nonprofits such as the Ronald McDonald
House and the Philadelphia Animal Welfare Soci-
ety. Also, earlier this year Yards produced a limit-
ed-edition tart berry ale called “Pynk,” with a por-
tion of its proceeds benefiting the Tyanna Founda-
tion, a nonprofit whose mission is to help those af-
fected by breast cancer. The company has also do-
nated a substantial amount of resources (i.e., beer)
for fundraising events around the region—more
than two tractor-trailers’ worth last year alone.

Kehoe credits his staff for playing an instru-
mental role in the company’s success: “The guys
on the bottling line really care that the label is on
straight, the brewers really care, and | think
that's really important. . .. I think it's the compa-
ny, and their personalities, that really make Yards
everything that itis.” —LS

bubbles to the sur-
face. Dig a little deeper and you'll get a true sense of his ambition,
which seems boundless. He wants his nascent firm—Dallas-based
IDLife LLC (idlife.com), of which he is founder and CEO—to be noth-
ing less than the fastest-growing company in the history of busi-
ness. “My goal is to beat Google,” he says, “and if we continue to
track at our projections, | think we can do it.”

IDLife, where the letters “ID” are short for “individually designed,”
provides a platform for wellness nutrition based on personalized health
assessments that take into consideration one’s unique health his-
tory, fitness level and lifestyle habits. The company’s line of nutri-
tional supplements—meal-replacement shakes, energy products,
etc., all made from “the purest ingredients,” he assures—were spe-
cially designed to “help people unlock their potential,” Stout says.

Although it is technically still in “pre-launch phase,” IDLife ap-
pears to hold tremendous promise. In short order it has amassed
a network of more than 3,000 independent sales representatives—
with many, many more to follow—eager to build the brand. He has
tremendous faith not only in the company’s direct-sales model, an
approach with which he achieved a good deal of success in the past,
but also in the product itself.

“The receptivity to this has been crazy,” he says. “The majori-
ty of people try supplements and vitamins, but they don’t know what
to take and end up hopping from one thing to the next, never with
a game plan. Everyone needs good supplementation; there’s no such
thing as one size fits all. ... Five years from now, | think people will
be saying, ‘I cannot believe | never had a customized supplemen-
tation plan.’

“With the combination of the product and an unbelievable busi-
ness opportunity [for sales reps], the timing has never been better,”
he continues. “People want to be in good shape and prevent illness;
they want to look and feel better, but they don’t know what direc-
tion to go in. IDLife is there to give them direction.”

Stout first made a name for himself as an athlete. During his
collegiate baseball career at the University of Dallas, Stout was a
two-time All-American (pitcher and shortstop), as well as an Aca-
demic All-American. After college, he played professionally for a mi-
nor league team, the Fort Worth Cats. He retired from what he calls
“an injury-plagued career” in 2004-2005 to focus on business ven-
tures, and this is where his career truly blossomed.

Stout’s love of teaching and coaching ultimately led to his found-
ing of the Dallas Patriots, which has grown into one of the world’s
largest baseball organizations, with teams for kids ages 6 to 19. In
addition, Stout founded Premier Baseball Academies, which com-
prise state-of-the-art indoor-training facilities for baseball and soft-
ball players of all ages and skill levels.

“I'm fortunate to have had success in sports, both in college
and as a professional,” says Stout, whose life lessons are well il-
lustrated in his recently published book, “Stout Advice: The Secrets
to Building Yourself, People and Teams.” “I enjoyed [my baseball ca-
reer], but the travel was a beating and you get to a certain level where
the game is no longer fun and you want to do something else. ...
Everything I've done has led perfectly to where we are today.”

Although he lives in Texas, Stout’s roots are in the Northeast,
which he calls “my bloodline home.” He has family in Nutley, N.J.,
and he regularly travels to the Philadelphia area to spread the gospel
of IDLife. The march toward achieving Stout's ambitious goal be-
gins in earnest later this month, when IDLife will officially launch.
The network of independent sales reps continues to swell—“un-
less someone has all the time and money in the world,” he says,
“lwould suggest they look at IDLife [as a business opportunity]'—
and customers will be able to start placing product orders the first
week of January.

“I believe it will be one of the greatest companies in the world
because it can help people get out of surviving [mode] and into thriv-
ing mode,” he says. “People hope 2014 can be better than 2013.
And through IDLife, if they are coachable, 2014 can be an amaz-
ing year.” —BD

professional ice hockey to South Philadelphia, helped build
a franchise notorious for doing whatever it takes to gut
out a win. Even so, some of his greatest achievements have
happened away from the ice ... at least away from the
ice of Wells Fargo Center, where the Flyers now play, or its
predecessor, the revered Philadelphia Spectrum.

Originally a native of the Washington, D.C., area,
Snider came to Philadelphia in 1964 as a vice president
with the Philadelphia Eagles. Since founding the Flyers
franchise in 1967, his teams have brought two champi-
onships home to Philly and endeared themselves to scores
of rabidly passionate fans, from the northernmost
Philadelphia suburbs to the southernmost tip of the Jer-
sey Shore. Yet Snider, 80, has done much more with his
considerable resources than relentlessly pursue the
hardest-earned trophy in all of professional sports. He has
been earned Hall of Fame nods from several hockey-re-
lated organizations, for example, and he continues to lead
one of the country’s most successful sports-and-entertain-
ment companies as chairman of Comcast-Spectacor, which
owns the Flyers.

Also, eight years ago he created the Ed Snider Youth
Hockey Foundation (esyfif.org)to improve the quality of life
for underserved populations living in the Philadelphia area,
including some who have never before seen a hockey game.
Its purpose: to use ice hockey—a game traditionally played
by kids from white, middle-class families—as a tool for
teaching lessons about competition, sportsmanship and
hard work to boys and girls from Philadelphia’s inner-city
neighborhoods.

“I was trying for years to figure out how to help kids
inthe inner city,” he says. “The best way | knew to do that
was through hockey.”

The foundation provides full protective equipment, ice
time and experienced coaching—all of which can be ex-
pensive even for kids from affluent families—to more than
3,000 children, at no charge to them or their families. The
benefits to the boys and girls involved, however, extend
far beyond the ability to stickhandle and body check. In
addition to the athletic curriculum, children enrolled in the
program also hone their strengths in more essential parts
of their lives, specifically in matters of academics and char-
acter development.

“[Hockey] is the hook; you get the kids in and they
love it,” he says. “In order to participate, you have to get
good grades. We help them with homework, we teach
them the right skills, and the results are incredible. | think
97 to 98 percent of the kids who are involved matricu-
|ate to the next grade, compared to 50 percent of the pop-
ulation [elsewhere].”

Through a long-term partnership with the city of
Philadelphia, the foundation has taken on responsibility
for overseeing a number of rinks that were once consid-
ered for closure, and renovated them as a way to offer year-
round programming.

“The hockey program has worked out beyond my
wildest dreams,” he adds. “Our goal is to someday have
10,000 kids in the program, and right now we have 3,000.
It will require more rinks and spreading our wings further.
We want to serve the entire Delaware Valley, growing in
places like Chester and Camden, and we have other things
ahead that will be opportunities for growth.” —BD =

rules that govern a society. Many of us are only
concerned with its function when we err—by re-
ceiving a traffic ticket, for example—or must rely
on it to sort out a personal matter such as divorce
or an estate. There is another segment of the law,
though, that affects everyone by helping to
shape society and protect its members from abus-
es. It is in this field that Sheller, P.C. operates.

Stephen A. Sheller is the founding partner of
Sheller, P.C., a Philadelphia-based national law
firm known for its participation in civil-rights cas-
es, class-action lawsuits against tobacco and drug
companies and for its role in the 2000 Bush v.
Gore postelection proceedings, among many
others. It is one of the leading whistleblower,
pharmaceutical and medical device product li-
ability and personal-injury law firms in the
United States. The firm’s whistleblower cases
alone have recovered more than $6 billion for
the U.S. government.

It was while instituting litigation in Palm
Beach County, Florida, involving butterfly ballots
during the 2000 U.S. presidential election that
Sheller learned of aggressive and unlawful mar-
keting practices of large pharmaceutical compa-
nies. His television appearances in the election
case prompted representatives for these compa-
nies to confide in him their concerns about po-
tentially illegal company activity. Further investi-
gation revealed “off-label” marketing and misuse
of many popular drugs.

One of these is the antipsychotic drug
Risperdal and its generic counterpart risperidone.
This drug was being marketed to children and
the elderly for purposes for which it was not in-
tended, tested or originally FDA approved.
Sheller represents hundreds of young boys
who have developed gynecomastia—the devel-
opment of breasts in men and boys—while tak-
ing the drug. Many have needed a mastectomy
as a result. At the same time, Sheller, P.C. helped
the U.S. government investigate and settle a
whistleblower case against pharmaceutical gi-
ant Johnson & Johnson (J&J) for $2.2 billion.
“This settlement is especially important because
in these cases our most vulnerable populations
are being targeted for off-label use,” Sheller says.
“These companies are providing misinforma-
tion while offering kickbacks to doctors to pre-
scribe these drugs.”

In what may be a first-of-its-kind tactic, in ad-
dition to naming the pharmaceutical companies,
Sheller is actively pursuing the medical research
“ghostwriting” companies who wrote the med-
ical literature that promoted the drugs, alleging
that they knew or should have known of the dan-
gerous side effects. Sheller is known for such in-
novative strategies to achieve justice; it was his
idea to pursue a consumer fraud case against
Philip Morris, which promoted its light cigarettes
as safer when, in fact, they were not. This theo-
ry resulted in a $10 billion verdict. Naming the
“ghostwriting” company puts corporations on no-
tice that they cannot obscure the risks of drugs
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by engaging a third party to write supposedly im-
partial medical articles.

This is only one in a series of large judgments
by Sheller, P.C. Most recently, the firm represent-
ed clients in a $2.5 billion settlement to compen-
sate patients of the DePuy ASR hip implants. The
firm represented several hundred plaintiffs in that
litigation. Sheller also served as a lead attorney
in several other recent pharmaceutical whistle-
blower cases, including a $520 million settlement
against AstraZeneca, a $2.3 billion settlement
against Pfizer Inc. and a $1.4 billion settlement
against Eli Lilly & Co. in 2009. These settlements
include some of the largest in U.S. history.

Many of these cases were made possible
thanks to the pharmaceutical employees who
reached out to Sheller, PC. with information about
suspicious activity. As partner Brian J. McCormick
Jr. explains, whistleblower statutes reward em-
ployees for reporting fraud against the federal or
state government and contain protections for em-
ployees against retaliation. Sheller, PC. represent-
ed one such employee against J&J to penalize
them for marketing efforts by filing a case under
the federal False Claims Act—a law established
to help the government fight fraud. “In this case
the marketing efforts by J&J created a false mar-
ket for the drug,” McCormick says. “It was mar-
keted to people who it was not intended for and

it was, in fact, either not working or in many in-
stances, not safe. This was a ‘blockbuster’ drug,
and because Medicare, Medicaid and private in-
surance was paying for the drug when they should
not have been, it cost the government.”
McCormick says the risk to their careers is
the reason it is important to offer whistleblow-
er awards. “[This plaintiff] was not the only em-
ployee at J&J aware of this conduct, but she was
one of only a few brave enough to come for-
ward. Others were lining their 401(k), but it was
costing the government. The fact that she and

others—less than 10—came forward is impor-
tant and they should be rewarded for their
courage, especially considering they will not be
going back to work there or in that field.”
Whistleblowers in such cases come to Sheller,
P.C. directly, often through referrals from law
firms across the country that recognize its expert-
ise, or from government officials who recom-
mend private representation.

McCormick understands the requirements of
filing a government case more than others; he
served as an analyst with the FBI where he was

responsible for researching, collecting and dis-
tilling information. “It really has taught me how
to investigate and put a case together when work-
ing with the government,” he says. “It gives me
aleg up in understanding what government in-
vestigators are looking for.

“I wanted to continue to pursue big, impor-
tant and far-reaching cases,” adds McCormick,
who was a partner in the Philadelphia office of
a large, international law firm before joining
Sheller, P.C. in 2007, “but for individuals who |
can make a difference for, rather than already
successful businesses.” He finds tremendous sat-
isfaction in knowing that his victories now en-
able victims to receive the health care they de-
serve, or ensure their children’s education,
despite their absence.

“Working with Steve [Sheller] is an unbeliev-
able experience,” he says. “He is always two or
three steps ahead, he can see around the corner
and, while others are making a decision that will
impact the case next week or next month, he is
thinking about how it will affect the case in eight
months or a year.”

Sheller’s long view of the law has inspired
him to affect change through the creation of the
Stephen and Sandra Sheller Center for Social Jus-
tice at Temple University. The center, made
possible by a $1.5 million donation from the
Sheller Family Foundation, is focused on young
and aspiring lawyers and social service profes-
sionals. It will provide a setting for students to
work on cause-driven activities that will advance
social justice through a variety of activities, from
policy to litigation.

For more than 30 years, Sheller and his wife,
Sandy, have been civically, educationally and phil-
anthropically active in the Philadelphia area
and beyond. They have taken on leadership roles
in organizations that serve others, empowering
those most in need, recognized the service of the
military and more.

Their legacy of service continues in their chil-
dren as well. The Shellers’ daughter Jamie is a
managing partner at the firm, bringing depth and
breadth to business development and coordina-
tion of litigation in addition to pursuing cases for
individuals harmed in accidents and groups af-
fected by defective drugs and medical devices.

“We need to make certain there is equality
in health care, justice and other things,” Sheller
says. “Our goal is to help implement these
things. It is our obligation to try to do that, to help
those most in need and provide an example for
the future.” =

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Dennis M. Abrams and Anita L. Pitock of Lowenthal & Abrams P.C. help clients recover
from tragedies involving medical malpractice, nursing home abuse and other injustices

apart, especially when such a tragedy results from the negli-

gence of a medical professional sworn to preserve and protect

the victim’s well-being. Dennis M. Abrams and Anita L. Pitock of the

Philadelphia-based law firm Lowenthal & Abrams P.C. have felt this

pain more deeply than most. In matters of medical malpractice, nursing

home abuse and other areas of the law, they have fought for justice on
behalf of countless clients whose lives have been irrevocably harmed.

“Whether by jury verdict, mediation or arbitration, the client is look-

ing for remuneration, resolution and closure,” says Abrams. “Our clients

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T he catastrophic injury or death of a loved one can tear a family

can't really grieve until the case is over and they are vindicated in know-
ing that whatever happened never should have happened.”

Lowenthal & Abrams’ team includes 12 attorneys, 10 of whom are
litigators, and a long-tenured support staff equipped to handle cases in-
volving not only medical malpractice and nursing home abuse but also
personal injury, product liability, Social Security disability and workers’ com-
pensation. In matters of medical malpractice—a physician’s misdiagno-
sis or injuries resulting from a physician’s negligence, such as leaving tools
in the body after surgery, etc—the firm excels at illustrating how signif-
icantly an injury has affected a client’s life.




“For us to be empathetic and immersed in
our clients’ pain helps us convey that pain to the
jury and the judge,” says Abrams, who has been
recognized as a Pennsylvania “Super Lawyer,”
and also received the honor of membership to
the National Trial Lawyers: Top 100 and the
American Society of Legal Advocates. “You can
tell someone you're getting headaches every day
[as the result of an injury], but unless I live with
you and see how the headaches disable you,
and that it's not just headaches, that your mind
is numb, your body is numb, you can’t begin
to realize the extent of the injury.”

Abrams appreciates the unique nature of
medical-malpractice cases, due to the challenge
of having to become
an expert in medicine
and the fact that no |
two cases are alike.
Considering the med-
ical background of two
of the firm’s attor-
neys—Pitock, a regis-
tered nurse with a
background in coro-
nary/intensive care,
cardiology and family
medicine who transi-
tioned into law in 2001;
and Esther M. Gal-
lagher, M.D., whose
areas of practice in-
clude medical mal-
practice, product lia-
bility and catastrophic
personal injuries—the
firm is especially well
equipped.

“This firm’s commitment to people, to do-
ing the right thing and to making a difference
made a big difference to me when [ came here,”
says Pitock, who is particularly passionate
about fighting for those who have suffered from
the negligence or abuse perpetrated by employ-
ees of long-term care facilities. “There was one
[medical malpractice] case that involved the
death of young girl, which took a lot out of me
personally. Even after the case was settled, I still
kept in touch with the family. They told me that
having me there was like having an angel sit-
ting on their shoulder. Hearing that was well
worth any emotional discomfort [ experi-
enced.”

Abrams, meanwhile, recalls several cases
involving newborn babies who were deprived
of oxygen in the course of their delivery, result-
ing in the babies developing cerebral palsy. The
verdicts he achieved here helped the babies “be
the best they can be,” he says. “I'll stay in touch
with the family, and the baby, who now is a

teenager, and see the benefits of what we did
for them. Those cases are really rewarding, be-
cause we've taken the load off the family.”

In light of tort reform in Pennsylvania, tak-
ing on a new medical-malpractice case and pre-
senting it to a jury can cost as much as
$100,000, according to Abrams. The state now
requires firms to present a certificate of merit
from a professional, such as a board-certified
family doctor, who believes there was a devi-
ation from the standard of care that caused the
victim’s injury. In the process, Lowenthal &
Abrams must incur costs for expert depositions
and other expenses in the course of preparing
for a trial.

“You can spend $50,000 to $100,000 very
quickly,” Abrams says. “In cases that involve
multiple specialists, the lawsuit could include
the surgeon, the anesthetist, the nurse and more,
and for each [professional] named in the suit,
we have to have an expert in the field review-
ing their work and telling us whether or not they
were negligent. If you have 60 to 70 medical
malpractice cases, that’s a load you have to bear.
We pay those out-of-pocket costs until or un-
less we recover something for the client. The
risk is on us, and the workload is on us.”

In addition to fighting injustice on behalf of
clients, the firm’s attorneys are actively engaged
in the community. For example, Abrams co-
founded the Christian Legal Clinics of Philadel-
phia, which include five clinics in Philadelphia
and Chester where volunteering attorneys pro-
vide free legal advice to disadvantaged commu-
nity members in need of guidance regarding any
legal issues they might have. Pitock, for her part,
sits on the board of directors for the nonprofit

Project Helping Hands, which grants medical
intervention to those in Third World countries
who lack access to quality health care. During
arecent “life-changing experience” in the jun-
gles of Bolivia, South America, Pitock was part
of ateam that provided hands-on care—treat-
ing infections, for example—to 3,500 people
over a two-week span.

Lowenthal & Abrams’ commitment to
such service—and, of course, to its clients—can
be traced back to its founding partner Jeffrey P.
Lowenthal, who started the firm in 1976. Al-
though Lowenthal and the rest of the firm’s at-
torneys prepare each new case as if it will go
to trial, the firm also participates in arbitration
and mediation, which
often resolves cases
more quickly yet with-
out sacrificing results
for the client.

“We're very pas-
sionate about helping
people who have had
their lives disrupted and
their families,” says
Abrams. “If the person
who died or was seri-
| ously injured was the
primary breadwinner,
who is going to support

the family now? Also, if
| the person who was
seriously injured sur-
vived, there’s the issue
of the cost of future
medical care, not to
mention the emotional
toll of having to care for
someone in that kind of situation.

“Ultimately it is the client’s decision to go
to trial or settle,” he continues. “We don’t want
someone to weather a trial if they are not com-
fortable with it. On the other hand, if their case
has merit and value, and the defense side is not
recognizing that [through a settlement offer],
there is no other option but to go to trial.” =

Schorr began his career at a smaller firm in
1984 but, as fate would have it, that firm merged
with Astor Weiss Kaplan & Mandel LLP in 1991
S0, in a sense, his current firm is the only one he’s
ever been with.

They say if you want some-
thing done, give it to a busy
person to do. It seems that those
who are the most accomplished get
that way by tackling every need they
see. Mike and Cindy Silver can relate.
Despite being heavily involved with
their family, community and profes-
sional and charitable organizations,
they are committed to being person-
ally involved with each client repre-
sented by their Ardmore-based law
firm, Silver & Silver. The firm handles
cases involving Social Security disabil-
ity, personal injury, employment law,
long-term disability, workers’ compen-
sation and more.

“We treat our clients like family,”
says Cindy, who, when negotiating a
case will ask herself, “Would I be
proud to present this resolution to one
of my own family members?” The
firm’s employees are like family, too,
some of whom have been with Silver
& Silver since the firm was founded—
more than 30 years ago—shortly af-
ter Mike and Cindy were married.

In the past five years,
however, the federal government’s standards for
approving Social Security disability have become
much stricter. In 2008, for example, 68 percent of
cases nationally received approval, compared to
approximately 40 percent these days. “Our success
rate is more than double that,” he says. “And we
have won almost every federal case this year when
we appealed a decision against one of our clients.”

Larry Weinstein, a partner at Silver & Silver who
previously worked for the Social Security Admin-
istration, joined the firm out of a desire to help oth-
ers. Many clients find it difficult to care for their health,
manage their finances and represent themselves in
an application for disability. Weinstein advises
that, after seeking treatment to document and treat
the disabling conditions, they hire a skilled attorney.
“Let your physician know not only that you were
in an accident, but how it functionally affects you.
Judges won't take the word of an applicant alone;
you need supportive documentation.”

Joe Schwartz, a Silver & Silver trial attorney, sees
his job as helping his clients make the best of a bad
situation. “The insurance companies have the funds
and influence to tilt the system in their favor,” he
says. “Without a skilled attorney, the average per-
son can easily be overwhelmed.”

where concurrent claims may be viable. In one
such case, a client was injured on a dangerous stair-
case in the course of employment. Because of the
seriousness of the injury, the client was awarded
aseven-figure verdict, but was also entitled to work-
ers’ compensation, Social Security disability and pri-
vate long-term disability. “We can coordinate all of
these benefits because of our experience in all four
fields,” Cindy says. “After over 30 years of establish-
ing relationships with insurance adjusters and their
counsel, they know [ negotiate fairly and that we
will not hesitate to litigate when necessary.”

chairing the Philadelphia Bar Association’s Disabil-
ity Law Committee.

reason. Although a business’ expansion sig-

nifies success, headaches inevitably arise
between phases. This is where companies such
as EthoSource come in, as Washington, D.C.-
based law firm Sterne, Kessler, Goldstein & Fox
can attest. When the firm needed beautifully re-
furbished office furniture to furnish three floors of
one of the city’s premier office-space locations,
EthoSource was the only source upon which it
needed to rely.

Throughout the project, EthoSource worked
closely with the firm and Gensler Architects to pro-
vide a customized and functional furniture solu-
tion that reflects the progressive and sophisticat-
ed tastes of the firm. Complete design, project
management and installation services were pro-
vided as well. The most astonishing part of the
project, however, is that the furniture cost signif-
icantly less than equivalent new furniture, enabling
the firm to utilize those dollars in other ways.

They are called “growing pains” for a

Environmental Design (LEED). A LEED-certified
office takes into consideration environmental ben-
efits such as the origin of a product and the
amount of recycled content it contains. If a
company is moving, downsizing or renovating,
EthoSource takes the office furniture, “instead of
having [companies] throw furniture into landfills,”
says Kauffman. “[We] ship it out to our recycling
facility, facelift it and sell it out into the market. Even
in the refurbishing process we apply recycled fab-
rics and other used accessory pieces to products
aswell.”

These recycled pieces can be used in the two
types of spaces that law offices normally require.
First, there are partner and conference rooms,
which tend to require exceptional quality. “Instead
of spending $15,000, [firms] can spend $3,000 and
get an equivalent product,” Kauffman says. The
second type of space includes workstations for
paralegals and suppott staff workstations, which
is EthoSource’s specialty. “We can refurbish the

them questions and investigate with them to un-
derstand the scope of the project, what their goals
are and their vision,” Kauffman says. “Our web-
site is very informative, but we pretty quickly want
to have a conversation.”

The website reflects the current active inven-
tory, where “we can buy furniture in St. Louis and
within a week people can see it up on the site,”
Kauffman says. The company also has two
showrooms—in King of Prussia and Reading—
where “the customers can engage us, and can see,
touch and pick the products,” says Kauffman.

Once initial contact has been made, the next
step is to figure out the exact style and design that
the client desires. The design team can illustrate
how a client’s employees will fit into the space,
as well as provide renderings and 3-D color im-
ages showing what the finished space will look
like. “Once the design has been agreed on, we
make the selection of fabric, finish and paint col-
ors, all of which can be customized,” Kauffman

“We provided close to 50 partner offices and
provided work spaces for about 200 employees
of the support staff,” says Bryon Kauffman, vice
president of sales for EthoSource. “It looks like a
brand-new installation, but [the law firm] spent
a third of the price they would have.”

Given EthoSource’s reputation for giving
each of its clients’ office spaces a much-needed
facelift in an economical, environmentally friend-
ly manner, this story is a familiar one. EthoSource
has been providing cost-effective, high-end office
furniture for businesses in the Philadelphia area
and across the nation since 2001, when owner
John Gallen Jr—then a liquidator for another
brand—recognized a niche for pre-owned Her-
man Miller Ethospace brand office furniture.

Through the magic of refurbishing,
EthoSource takes old office furniture and makes
it new again. Using a combination of new cus-
tomized upholstery and recycled/pre-owned ac-
cessory pieces, EthoSource’s design staff and proj-
ect-management team creates office spaces that
look luxurious but were less expensive to furnish
than one might guess.

EthoSource can also help businesses work
toward certification in Leadership in Energy and

[whole] cubicle system—the Herman Miller
Ethospace—which is a high-end nicer cubicle sys-
tem and make it look brand new again,” he says.

Excellent Vietnamese dishes, including the soup
from which it takes its name, take center stage
at this diminutive South Philly noodle shop

well-wrought bowl of pho is one of the world’s truly great restoratives,
an often miraculous gathering of broth, noodles, meat and herb-bright
accompaniments that almost makes you glad you got a cold, just in
order to be able to bask in its healing aura.

Before my family and I moved out of our apartment not far from Chinatown this past summer, my
first stop, whenever [ was laid low with a sniffle or a fever, was to any of the standout pho emporiums
nearby. Just a few slurps and a course of DayQuil and [ was back on my feet with speed.

The key, however, is to find to the good stuff. As with all the world’s great soups—tom yum from
Thailand, caldo verde from Portugal, chicken noodle from Jewish mothers and grandmothers around the world—
the range of quality is staggering. Just as a chicken noodle soup with overcooked meat and mushy vegetables is like-
Iy to bring you back down to the depths of your illness (if for no other reasons than psychological ones), so, too, it
goes with pho: The cooking times, the nature of the liquid, the quality of the add-ins—all these can and do make
or break a bowl.

Pho Ha, in the nondescript New World Shopping Plaza on Washington Avenue, is, happily, home to some very
good, if not quite transporting, examples. The steak and meatball pho is one of the standouts here, a generous tub
with islands of smartly considered meats. The tender and comforting steak is both lovely on its own as well as scooped
up with any of the other goodies you've added to the soup; it has the ability to both shine on its own, as well as frame,
say, the accompanying basil or sprouts in equal measure.

For a more challenging pho experience, make sure to try the pho chin nam gau, which uses flank and brisket
to more familiar and flavorful ends, and adds the less-often-seen fatty flank to the equation, alongside tender strips
of tripe, all white and almost spiky along their sides. But it's the tendon in this one that will both surprise and possi-
bly challenge you. Gelatinous textures, after all, are notoriously difficult for American eaters to handle, and this one
is unabashedly jiggly. Still, it's worth a try, as the flavor, both savory and mild, is excellent, especially when dragged
through a bit of chili oil.

A similar texture is evident in the deceptively simple-sounding “fresh chicken with seasonal vegetables.” This, it
was explained by our charming and knowledgeable server, starts out as a local chicken that’s butchered specifical-
ly for Pho Ha; that freshness is immediately evident, as the meat is impossibly moist and tender, and the flavor some-
how deeper than what most of us are used to. It’s served simply, on the bone and beneath a pleasant crown of

skin, and the flavors—magnified as they are by what reminded me of a sort of Vietnamese
gremolata—are far more memorable than a dish as simply named as this typically is.

Wonton and roast pork noodle soup found its most exciting expression in the dense,
punchy dumplings throughout, as well as the aromatic slices of pink-edged pork. A ver-
micelli bowl, however, fell short; although the grilled pork anchoring the bun tom thit
nuong was as smoky and decadent as any ['ve had recently, there were only a few diminu-
tive shrimp and a surplus of noodles. It felt somehow skimpy, somehow less than I'd
expected. On the opposite end of the protein-expression spectrum, however, the pork
in the well-crafted summer rolls was unexpectedly bland, though the generous pink shrimp
anchored it beautifully.

On balance, it’s easy to understand the enduring and justified popularity of this
South Philly standout. (We know of several respected chefs who count Pho Ha among
their favorite places to dine when not at their own restaurants.) The portions are more
than generous, the flavors true and the prices as easy to swallow as most excellent
bowls of pho tend to be. I may have moved out of the neighborhood, but I would-
n’t be surprised if I found my way there even more often than I have in the past. In
sickness and in health, this is a restaurant worth frequenting. m

Reasons to check out one
(or more) of the many excellent
restaurants outside city limits

hiladelphia is tough to beat in terms of culinary

destinations, but that doesn’t mean restaurateurs on the

outskirts are afraid of trying. The holiday season, when
we break out of our routines to spend time with family and
friends in the suburbs, is the perfect time to find out. Towns
along the Main Line, in particular, are blessed with many
reasons to venture outside city limits. Following are some of
our favorite hot spots at which to indulge in excellent global
cuisine (and maybe a cocktail or two) in Chester, Delaware
and Montgomery counties.

4 House pastrami with vegetable pickles and mustard bread
at Citron + Rose in Merion Station

Avenue Kitchen

789 E. Lancaster Ave., Villanova

Avenue Kitchen is the brainchild of Dana Farrell, co-owner of Harvest
Seasonal Grill and Wine Bar, and chef Greg Smith (Farrell's brother),
who honed his craft under the likes of Jean-Marie Lacroix, Georges
Perrier and Chris Scarduzio. The sophisticated yet comfortable space
has an urban/industrial feel and features an open ceiling with lots of
exposed white brick, as well as tabletops made of century-old
recycled wood. Although the décor and atmosphere combine to
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make this a sure winner, the real star here is the menu of farm-to-
table cuisine, from the casual (pizza and sandwiches) to the exquisite
(entrées such as short rib and jumbo lump crab cakes).

Cerise

Chef Ben Thomas is a singular talent, with a résumé that reads like a
modern chef’s wish list of experiences, and the result of his unique
culinary background is Cerise. This charming, clean-lined 46-seater
boasts elegance to spare and the sort of casual, unselfconscious
charm that complements the menu perfectly. The menu has two
options: a three-course prix-fixe for $39; or a four-course deal for
$47. The portion sizes here are spot on; even the smaller dishes
possess enough richness and depth to pack a far bigger punch than
their appearance might initially imply.

Citron + Rose

This kosher destination is an important restaurant, not just in the
Philadelphia region but also in the greater landscape of American
Jewish cuisine. The kitchen here—now under the care and leadership
of chef Karen Nicolas—strikes an impeccable balance between
respect for tradition and a brave willingness to challenge convention.
Some truly excellent cuisine is served here in a space as cool and
contemporary as any in the area. In short, Citron + Rose is a
thoroughly modern, highly ambitious restaurant that happens to be
kosher but is never content to allow the old ways of doing things
define it.

Isabella

This “contemporary Mediterranean” restaurant tries to keep the
ingredients true to the areas that it represents, while taking some
liberty with preparation methods and pairings that may not be
traditional. Spanish cooking has gained popularity in the last several
years in part because of a strong emphasis on using the best
ingredients and the idea that sometimes simple is better. Much of
Isabella’s produce and dairy come from small local farms, meaning
the menu usually goes no more than weeks without some sort of
change. Isabella’s tapas way of eating allows for a taste of everything.

Sovana Bistro

At this rustic-chic delight, wrought-iron chandeliers, elegant wooden
tables and candles sparkling throughout the dining room lend an air
of urbanity, and the cuisine magnifies that feeling. The wine list is well
written and reasonably priced, and it includes a number of excellent
local bottlings. Sovana Bistro is exactly the sort of place that solidifies
how well you can eat throughout our region. It seems as if
sophistication, ambition and creativity are in the air over Kennett
Square, and the team behind this lovely spot is breathing deeply of it.

Tango Restaurant

Tango is the kind of big, comfortable space in which you want to
linger. Its raw walls, warm colors and exceptionally friendly service set
the stage for a lunch or dinner of unselfconscious sophistication: It's
the kind of place where you can bring the kids for lunch or settle into
a procession of cocktails for a more grown-up dinner, all with equal
levels of comfort. As for the food, it's a large selection, with American
and Latin influences as well as occasional nods toward Asia. Under

Stage star Brandon Andrus returns to

After spending the past two years on the road, Brandon
Andrus will finally settle in back home this year, just in time
for Christmas.

Philadelphia Life: Currently you are on
tour performing “Jersey Boys" as Nick
Massi.

This
tour two years ago didn’t exist. We started from
the ground up. We created the show through
seven weeks of rehearsal, two weels of tech and
research.

Before this you toured with “"Oklahoma!”
as Curly McLain. How is “Jersey Boys”
different?

The audience participation. When you are doing
“Oklahoma!” there is a certain audience, a little
bit older and more reserved. They are not
necessarily getting up and dancing in the aisles.
It's just not the way “Oklahoma!” is designed.
With “Jersey Boys,” the audience is more than
willing to get up and dance and sing. Also, it was
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Thanks to a teacher who heard him sing while he was “just
hanging out,” he was accepted into the musical theater pro-
gram, which "made me realize I'm only as good as the oth-
er actors on stage with me,” he says. Working with the best
has given Andrus (above, far right, with his “Jersey Boys”

cast mates) a blooming career on two successful tours.

10 years ago, | was only 23, so a lot has changed
since then. "Oklahoma!” was eight months before
| was done [whereas] we've toured 30 some cities
and two countries. We opened December 6, 2011
at the Forrest, so it is fitting for me to end here in
Philly. It's where | am from and | have come full
circle. The other weird connection is that our
director always says to us, “You never know who
is in the audience or who that one person is you
are making a difference for.” | was that one
person when he came into town at the Forrest
with “The Who's Tommy.” | was watching it and it
was the first time | ever heard anyone curse on
stage. | think it was middle school, and that was
when | decided | wanted to do that.

Is there anything you are excited to be
able to do, now that you are back in Philly?
Well, I'm excited to be ending just before
Christmas so | can spend time with my family.

I plan on going to Longwood Gardens and to
Macy’s downtown to see the Christmas light
show in the Wanamalker Building. Up in Bucks
County, [I'd like to] visit Lahaska or New Hope. My
wife is from New Mexico and there is a very
different atmosphere [here] when it comes to
Christmas. Also, | would love to keep doing
theater in Philly, because the audiences in Philly
are very smart and giving. They let you know
right up front if they like you or don't.

We caught up with Andrus to talk about his currentrole,
his early inspiration and his return to where it all began.

What was it like growing up in
Langhorne?

I was very lucky to have been surrounded by the
right people and have exposure. Teachers
encouraged me to do things that led me down the
[musical] path or pulled me aside and made me
sing and say, “OK, now you are in the choir.”
Neshaminy middle and high schools were some
of the best music schools in the state, from
instrumental to vocal. | have been given such a
gift from [teachers] to understand, | generally can
read [music], but | am very slow at it. 'm not a
musician who can play it immediately. My gift
was being able to listen and then repeat it. | was
lucky to have teachers who supported that to
help me grow.

What does the future look like after
“Jersey Boys"?

Looking for a job. You know a lot of people
might think I'm nuts from walking away from a
job, but I have only seen my wife every couple of
months and my dogs even less, so it's a big
sacrifice to be out here on the road. | am ready
to go back and look for other work. I'm not
saying | wouldn't love to [play] Nick again, but
I'd like to do something else and come back to it.
